Aluminum
Aluminum products are extruded from the 6063 alloy with 
hardness of T5 or T6. A variety of finishes are available. See 
specific model numbers for available finishes. Note that some 
finishes, such as aluminum mill, wear better in high traffic 
applications than others. Anodized options are offered, they 
will show wear after in abrasive applications and do not carry 
a warranty on finish.

Bronze
Bronze products are extruded from brass alloy 380, 
technically known as “architectural bronze”. It contains 57.5% 
copper, 41% zinc, 1.3% lead, and 0.2% aluminum. When 
furnished in mill finish, a light golden color, it oxidizes over 
time to a rich darkened bronze. 

Spring Bronze
Rolled bronze, used only for cushion and spring material, is 
technically known as commercial bronze. The alloy is 85- 
90% copper and 10-15% zinc. Commonly used material in 
weatherstripping applications.

Zinc
Rolled zinc is alloy 191, and is highly resistant to corrosion. 
When exposed to the elements, a zinc carbonate film is 
formed providing long-term protection. Commonly used 
material in weatherstripping applications.

Neoprene
The neoprene used in Zero gasketing is a multipurpose 
synthetic rubber with a balanced combination of properties. 
Zero products use two types of neoprene: closed-cell sponge 
and solid. All neoprene is black in color, and by virtue of its 
chlorine content, is flame-resistant and self-extinguishing.

Silicone
Silicone-rubber has many variations and can be compounded 
to meet any number of applications with tensile strength up 
to 1500 PSI. Other properties include: low compression set, 
good resilience, moderate solvent resistance, excellent heat 
resistance, good release characteristics, and good 
performance at extreme low temperatures. Generally not 
recommended for exposure to concentrated solvents and 
acids, or dilute sodium hydroxide.

EPDM rubber
EPDM rubber is excellent for outdoor use. It is well known for
its superior ozone, weathering, and aging resistance. It also
has excellent water and steam resistance, maintains its
flexibility at low temperatures, features excellent resistance
to alkalis, acids, and oxygenated solvents, and is very color
stable. EPDM is generally not recommended for use in 
environments where exposure to oil, gasoline, and 
hydrocarbon solvents is common. 

Polypropylene brush
Inert polypropylene polymer resists deterioration under harsh
environmental conditions. It consists of a "brush" of 
polypropylene fiber held by a carrier of the same material. 
They are welded together to resist corrosion, unlike the metal 
carrier of a traditional brush. The polypropylene fin running 
down the center of the fibers is unique. The fin is every bit as 
flexible as the fibers themselves but, more importantly it 
makes the material twice as effective as a "traditional brush" 
in air infiltration tests.
